Introduction; 
This guideline outlines the procedure for the application and registration of products for expedited/fast track registration of products by the Pharmacy Board of Sierra Leone.
1. Application steps; 
a. Applicant should submit the application for expedited/fast track registration addressed to the

b. The application should contain the application letter, samples and dossiers of the product to be fast tracked
c. The application letter should contain specific request for expedited/ fast track registration and the justification for such must be stated.
d. An application may be expedited if the product is for:
· WHO prequalified products
· Public health programmes. These include HIV/AIDS, Malaria, Tuberculosis,      Reproductive    Health, Neglected Tropical Diseases e.g. Buruli Ulcer, and any other disease condition that may be determined by the PBSL from time to time.
· Pediatric programmes.
· Ministry of Health tender purposes only.
· Products for trial purposes
· Products for emergency disease outbreaks
·  Post approval variation.
2. Processing steps:
a. The Pharmacy Board will evaluate the application and if the conditions for expedited registration are fulfilled, the applicant will be granted marketing authorization within a period of two (2) weeks
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
